Summer classes and Special topics for our Education Major students and Early Childhood Students

Description of steps to improve performance in meeting goal or lessons learned in meeting goal: 

Summer class on Waldorf School.

• Our Summer 2010 course schedule included the following classes for our Education Majors and Early Childhood Students;

o Rapid City – HeSapa College Center; Group Care (ECH 413) – this course Utilizes Model II of the program for Infant-Toddler Caregivers. In this course student will learn about the philosophical foundations of caring for Infants and Toddlers in groups as well as the special issues of caring for infants in groups. This type of care is different from the care of one infant, e.g., in a typical family or nanny situation, and from the group care of older children. The student will also learn how to ensure that infants in professional group care thrive through having assigned to them one or a very few consistent, caring adults to provide security, individualized attention, responsiveness, familiarity, and protection in the context of a peaceful environment.

o Human Relations/Cultural Diversity – This course will center on Native American and multicultural issues. Students will investigate different social phenomena, process, and outcomes, especially those dealing with social economic status, lifestyles, history, reciprocal perceptions and interactions between different groups. Emphasis will be on recognizing stereotypes, prejudice and discrimination. Students will discuss precepts of critical pedagogy and its impact on the above. Woven into this course is the concept of Wolakota and character education. This course is required for all S.D. teacher and therefore will enforce the S.D. State Human Relation standards.

o Family Literacy ECH 363 – This course in Family Literacy will address Reservation-wide concerns of school drop out rates, which are consistently high, and literacy levels, which are consistently low, and particularly how these concerns apply within the family structure and thus affect young children. This course will incorporate the Early Childhood Department’s existing community literacy outreach effort, the BEAR (Be Excited About Reading) Project as a required service-learning project component. In Head Start, parent involvement, including the area of family literacy, is a priority. What is learned and implemented through this course will strengthen the mandated Head Start Performance Standards in the area of literacy.

o Curriculum for Self-Awareness ECH 233 – This course is designed to provide the students with the knowledge and skills necessary to promote the means of building positive self-concepts and individual strengths in the infant, toddler, and preschool child. Techniques and materials that can be used within daycare centers, early childhood classrooms, and home centers which will support social and emotional development while also providing positive guidance will be introduced. The CDA functional areas of self, social, and guidance are covered in this course.

o Parental Staff and Community Involvement ECH 253 – This course introduces the student to the importance of positive communication and the necessary techniques for promoting good relationships between parents, family members, staff, and the community. Special emphasis on strategies for providing an optimal environment for young children and resources for meeting problems through cooperative and positive interaction. The CDA functional area of families is covered in this course.

o Material & Techniques II ECH 323 – This course will help the students to develop more culturally relevant techniques and materials for the enhancement of physical, emotional, and intellectual growth of the infant, toddler, and preschool child. A study of the basic concept, methods, and materials of language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies appropriate to young children will be investigated. We will also consider the importance of learning centers and bulletin boards in the classroom. Exploring the concepts of play as the means for learning will also be included. Planning daily and weekly schedules are also considered.

o Introduction to Exceptional Education ExEd 313 – Students will study, in depth, the incidence disabilities, their definitions, diagnosis and characteristics. Legal obligations of IDEA, Sect. 504 and ADA will be introduced. Low incidence disabilities will also be introduced. Emphasis will be given on determining disabilities, understanding the cognitive, social and emotional difficulties and planning appropriate interventions. Researching journal articles for current information will provide additional source material.

• The Dean of Education Department is the principal of the Lakota Language First School. This is the second school year. We have a new building that accommodates The Lakota Language First School on the campus of Oglala Lakota College. 

• The Education Department and the Waldorf School worked cooperatively in the summer ’10 for two weeks offering course in Introduction to Waldorf Education to interested participants.

• The Education Department, the Foundations Department was invited to attend a one day training session on Everyday Math at Isna Wica Wounspe (Loneman School) at Oglala on Tuesday, August 10, 2010. We will also consider the importance of learning centers and bulletin boards in the classroom. Exploring the concepts of play as the means for learning will also be included. Planning daily and weekly schedules are also considered.

o Introduction to Exceptional Education ExEd 313 – Students will study, in depth, the incidence disabilities, their definitions, diagnosis and characteristics. Legal obligations of IDEA, Sect. 504 and ADA will be introduced. Low incidence disabilities will also be introduced. Emphasis will be given on determining disabilities, understanding the cognitive, social and emotional difficulties and planning appropriate interventions. Researching journal articles for current information will provide additional source material. 

• Methods of Teaching Elementary Math ED 423 - This course will provide students with a preview and utilization of various types of math manipulatives, computer programs and other math instructional materials. They will learn different strategies for effective preschool through 8th grad instruction. Models of classroom management, student learning styles and cooperative learning will also be explored. Inclusion strategies and parental/community involvement strategies will also be review. Students will develop lesson plans utilizing this information and present lessons to the class.

• Special Topics in Art – Art 290 – 490; This course emphasizes selected topics in Art. Topic sill change each semester and may be repeated for credit. Credit may vary from one (1) to three (3) credits.

• Special Topic in Making Waves Teacher Institute – ED 591; The making Waves Teacher Institute will offer practical experience in the delivery of financial literacy and entrepreneurship lessons in K-12 classrooms. The sessions are presented for teachers with various levels of experience and knowledge of financial literacy and entrepreneurship concepts. The participants;

o Will learn about key financial concepts that include credit management and entrepreneurship

o Are provided with an overview of the teacher toolkit and how it can be adapted for their classroom

o Have the opportunity to review and discuss toolkit materials, various teaching techniques, and evaluation strategies; and

o Are invited to share views, issues and concerns to create a forum for help and advice, as well as network with other teachers in attendance.

• Special Topic: BIE Motion & Forces in Your World – ED 592; This course focuses on three elements: content knowledge, Inquiry and other teaching strategies, and use of digital media in the classroom. Motion and Forces in Your World helps learners look examples of motion in the world around them and come to a basic understanding of how and why things move. Through the reading, videos, discussions, assignments, and other interactive experiences, learners in this course will have multiple opportunities to develop content knowledge about motion and force and teaching strategies that focus on how to build upon prior knowledge. Learners will experience a rich multimedia, inquiry-based learning environment as their students ideally would in their own classrooms. The course provides effective teaching methodologies, strategies and tools that can be used when teaching physical science concepts. As a result of participating in this course learners will;

o View phenomena in the world around them through the lens of physical science.

o Learn how to make and record careful observations of physical phenomena.

o Understand concepts of motion, force, speed, and acceleration.

o Explore how to identify and build upon prior knowledge.

• Special Topic: Reading Assessment & Intervention – ED 333; This course cover assessment of reading fluency and comprehension as well as implementing tools for intervention and it’s use in resolving fluency and comprehension difficulties. Following a constructivist approach we will address triangular assessment through various testing methodologies already in place and will focus on their implementation for increasing student achievement. Also using the above approach intervention techniques will be taught to encourage language development, phonemic awareness, fluency, the cueing system, word recognition, sight awareness as well as a developed reading comprehension. Through a holistic methodology and the incorporation of Lakota Values and Ethics, and following the South Dakota Reading Competencies, these subjects will be taught with hands on, direct implementation into reading core. Objective; 

o Demonstrate systematic, explicit methods of teaching reading and implementing intervention strategies.

o Develop and present lessons for teaching reading that are based on research – based instruction strategies and that account for diverse learning needs of students

o Utilize informal and formal assessment strategies to monitor literacy and plan for reading and writing instruction

o Construct instructional plans to engage students in research based, meaningful, and developmentally appropriate reading and writing activities.

o Develop and implement a safe, orderly and equitable classroom environment that fosters positive self-esteem, social interaction, active learning, and self-motivation of children Model positive communication with preschool students, elementary, middle school students, parents, school staff and community.

o Help families in the development of language and literacy skills in their children. 

o Reflect on their own learning/teaching practices to promote professional development of self/others.

o Advocate for children.

o To continue the development of the professional through maintaining, reflecting and incorporating new and current teaching practices and delving into grater self reflection and assessment of self in the role of intervention.

• Special Topic: Self Sufficiency in Indian Education II – ED 491, LMEA 591;

o Designing a variety of instruction strategies based on knowledge of subject matter, students, material, technology, and curriculum frameworks, including the South Dakota K – 12 content standards and other established academic standards;

Emphasis will be given on determining disabilities, understanding the cognitive, social and emotional difficulties and planning appropriate interventions. Researching journal articles for current information will provide additional source material. Graduate Nature of the Course: Students taking this course for graduate credit will complete all assignments required for undergraduate credit and complete a graduate level research project (15-page research paper or a 5-page reflective analysis of a field-based experience) related to one of the disability categories of IDEA. 

ExEd 323/523Assessment and Practical Applications. This course is a study in the selection, administration and interpretation of formal and informal test instruments. Areas addressed include cognitive, communicative, affective and adaptive behavior skills. Students will become familiar with assessment terms such as standard deviation, error of measurement, test reliability and validity. Intelligence tests, achievement tests, behavioral inventories and adaptive behavior inventories will be examined and administered and interpreted. Experience applying this data into written reports for MDT’s and IEP/IFSP’s will also be addressed. Graduate Nature of the Course: Students taking this course for graduate credit will complete all assignments required for undergraduate credit and complete a graduate level research project(15-page research paper or a 5-page reflective analysis of a field-based experienced) related to evaluation as part of eligibility determination or ongoing assessment measures to monitor progress and plan instruction.

ExEd 333/533IEP/IFSP Program and Curriculum Development Students will be introduced to models and theories that are the basis for special education programs. This course addresses skills in collaboration, team teaching, and techniques of inclusion. The student will develop appropriate lesson plans based on PK-12 academic standards to design instructional programs which facilitate individual achievement towards IEP/IFSP goals and objectives. Program development will include ways to monitor not only student progress but the effectiveness of the program. The student will organize and maintain all portions of the IEP/IFSP process including progress reports, timely written notices, and conducting meetings. Students will utilize electronic file management systems to maintain IEP/IFSP records. Graduate Nature of the Course: Students taking this course for graduate credit will complete all assignments required for undergraduate credit and complete a graduate level research project (15-page research paper or a 5-pagereflective analysis of a field-based experienced) related to individualized education programs or family service plans. 

ExEd 303/603Special Education Law This course will examine current laws pertaining to individuals who have disabilities. Students will gain an understanding of the legal components and requirements of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, the Americans with Disabilities Act, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act, and the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act. Graduate Nature of the Course: Students taking this course for graduate credit will complete all assignments required for undergraduate credit and complete a graduate level research project (15-pageresearch paper or a 5-page reflective analysis of a field-based experience) related to the impact of special education law on the provision of services to children with exceptional needs. 

ExEd 433/633 Diagnostic Teaching This course is designed to address the needs of children who have high incidence disabilities. Students will use standard curriculum materials to devise appropriate adaptations to meet individual needs. Strategies developed and implemented will be geared toward the high incidence disabilities. Students will gain experience designing intervention programs that address motivational and curriculum concerns. Appropriate communication and collaboration skills for coordinating delivery and evaluation of direct/indirect instruction of reading, math and language arts will be an area of emphasis. Graduate Nature of the Course: Students taking this course for graduate credit will complete all assignments required for undergraduate credit and complete a graduate level research project (15-page research paper or a 5-page reflective analysis of a field-based experience) related to instructional strategies for increasing student achievement. 

ExEd 443/643 Strategies for Low Incidence Disabilities. This course is designed to address the needs of children who have low incidence disabilities. Areas of emphasis includes autism, TBI, orthopedic impairments and multi-handicapped. In addition to classroom-based instruction, students will participate in field-based experiences to develop the knowledge and skills necessary to implement programs appropriate for students with these types of disabilities. Students will be introduced to the resources available in adaptive technologies. Collaboration and coordination with specialized services, regular education, families and other agencies will be addressed. Service learning will be included as a part of this class. Graduate Nature of the Course: Students taking this course for graduate credit will complete all assignments required for undergraduate credit and complete a graduate level research project (15-page research paper or a 5-page reflective analysis of a field-based experience) related to instructional strategies for increasing student achievement. 

ExEd 453/653Classroom Management Classroom management is key to successful learning. Theories and anecdotal stories will be examined in determining successful classroom management techniques. Collecting, recording, graphing and analyzing data to make appropriate interventions will be a major component of the course. The use of technology to facilitate data collection will be considered. Opportunities to practice and apply these methods will be provided through classroom observations. Building classroom community, character education and Wolakolkiciyapi will be stressed. The goal is to provide the knowledge needed to build a safe and inclusive learning environment for students. Graduate Nature of the Course: Students taking this course for graduate credit will complete all assignments required for undergraduate credit and complete a graduate level research project (15-page research paper or a 5-page reflective analysis of a field-based experience) related to the critical role of classroom management in student learning and achievement. 

ExEd 473/673Transitions and Community Resources. This course prepares students to assist students with disabilities to transition into post-secondary learning, the adult world of work and independent living. Collaboration with outside agencies and utilizing community resources to assist students in progressing toward their life-goals is a major component of the course. Students will gain the necessary knowledge to guide adolescents who have disabilities in gaining self-advocacy skills and actively participating in their own transition planning. Service learning will also be a component of this class. Graduate Nature of the Course: Students taking this course for graduate credit will complete all assignments required for undergraduate credit and complete a graduate level research project (15-page research paper or a 5-page reflective analysis of a field-based experience) related to successful transition from school to adult life and services.

ExEd 493/496/793/796 Special Education Practicum. A practicum experience is required for students seeking a birth-preschool, K-8, 7-12 or K-12 endorsement in special education. A minimum of a three semester-hour special education practicum under the supervision of a certified special education teacher and university supervisor at each level of endorsement is required. Students will gradually assume responsibility for planning, instruction, evaluation, and classroom management during the experience at each level of certification sought. In addition, students will complete a professional portfolio demonstrating the knowledge and skills set forth by the Council for Exceptional Children’s performance-based standards covering: foundations, development and characteristics of learners, individual learning differences, instructional strategies, learning environments and social interactions, communication, instructional planning, assessment, professional and ethical practice, and collaboration.

Technology/Curriculum Development Ed 483/583 – This course is designed to provide participants with the knowledge, competencies and understandings to apply technology-enhanced instructional strategies in the classroom. The course provides detailed practice in using computer and Internet based technologies. In addition, students will design learning units that use the Internet, multimedia, and hypermedia tools to support the development of interpersonal, collaboration and higher order thinking skills of K-12 learners. Extended studies will be required for those that enroll in this course for graduate credit hours. Students will be able to:

• Examine current research to evaluate instructional design and technology-enriched environments in order to make informed decisions regarding the use of technology in support of student learning.

• Design technology-rich units of study that support the diverse needs of learners and employ multiple forms of assessment.

• Demonstrate competency in the use of select digital technologies that support classroom instruction, and enhance professional practice and productivity.

• Reflect on daily practice, professional growth, and technology-driven reform in teaching and learning.

• Examine equity, ethics and safety issues associated with the use of educational technology in schools.

Student will demonstrate understanding by:

• Participating in class discussions and activities; responding to and reflecting on assigned readings in online forum discussion or through Wiki development; developing web-based learning projects; use of web-based teacher tools; developing a technology-rich instructional unit; and demonstration of selected digital skill and technology applications.

Methods of Instruction;

• Hands-on applications, cooperative and collaborative learning, discussions, simulations, electronic communications, multimedia presentations, commercial program reviews, related readings, online learning, video conferencing, incorporation of Wolakota, and a possible guest lecturer and/or fieldtrip will comprise the possible methods an activities of instruction.

Lakota Protocol and Perspective; 

• Lakota cultural practices will frame the work for our class. Classes will begin by greeting each other in Lakota and through offering woyuksape (words of encouragement). The Lakota values of wcantognaka (generosity), woohitika (courage), woksape (wisdom), and wowacintanka (respect) will guide course interactions and activities. Departing comments in Lakota will end each class.

Service Learning;

• Service will serve as a major component of the course. Course participants will select and complete one of the following projects: 1) work collaboratively with K-12 students to prepare and submit a digital media project to the 20th Annual SD Student Media Fair, or 2) work collaboratively with college students in another OLC class to develop a digital media project for broadcast over KOLC TV, KILI radio or webcast.

Students will learn the types and the etiology of the various disabilities. Different assessments that are used o determine disability will be examined. Student will have opportunities to build lessons with different ability levels included. And inclusive and collaborative model for teaching special education will be emphasized.

Attend 504 training in the Disabilities Act

Professional coursework for general education teacher candidates (Methods courses, Indian education, and Human Relations) emphasizes awareness and understanding of cultural and linguistic differences. Outcomes for these courses include, but are not limited to the following. Upon successful completion of this course students will be able to:

• Develop and present lessons that are based on research-based instructional strategies and that account for diverse learning needs of students

• Utilize informal and formal assessment strategies that are culturally (linguistically) sensitive and appropriate.

• Develop and implement a safe, orderly and equitable classroom environment that fosters positive self-esteem, social interaction, active learning, and self-motivation of children.

• Model positive communication with preschool students, elementary students, parents, school staff and community.

Consider students’ cultural backgrounds and incorporate the Lakota cultural perspective into their approaches to teaching and learning.

All teacher candidates take introduction to Exceptional Education. This course emphasized an inclusive and collaborative model for teaching students with exceptionalities. Upon successful completion of this course teacher candidates will be able to:

• Demonstrate a basic understanding of the high and low incidence exceptionalities, including prevalence, characteristics, etiology, early identification/intervention, and instructional support for Pre K-secondary learners.

• Demonstrate the ability to select, modify and/or design instructional plans/activities that are both developmentally and age appropriate for Pre K-secondary learners, taking into consideration individual strengths, needs and learning styles.

• Demonstrate and understanding of the roles of various team members in the special education process, including: referral and assessment, eligibility and placement determination, and in the development of IFSP’s, IEP’s, Transition IEP’S and FBA/PBIS plans.

ExEd333B/533B, Current Special Education Law and IEP Development: Students will study current SpEd Law (PL 105-17 IDEA). The student will study these laws as they affect the process of referral, pre-evaluation, delivery of parental rights, consent to evaluate, conduction of evaluations, multi-disciplinary teams and IEP’s. Students will understand the legal requirement, components, and participants in the MDT and IEP, and will participate effectively in such meetings, including demonstration of appropriate organization and communication skills required. Students will be able to assist to regular education teacher in the processing of a new referral. The development of long-term goals and short-term objectives as related to education of individual children will also be explored. Graduate level students will complete all requirements of the undergrad candidates although will be required more in-depth study based around course content
