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SPECIAL PROJECTS (POLICY0

All courses not scheduled as part of Oglala Lakota College's regular sessions shall require approval of the Vice President for Instruction and written notification to the Registrar, as well as meeting the normal standards for a course.

Special Projects is an option provided by the Oglala Lakota College for "special" educational opportunities.  Courses may  be provided for OLC students, institutions, organizations or the staff of the college.  The courses will provide an opportunity for students to receive college credit.

In-Service Training for Reservation Agencies:

1. A reservation agency requesting special courses or training for its staff and employees will have its request met insofar as instructional staff are free from commitments to regularly scheduled classes or a suitable adjunct faculty member is available.

2. An agency receiving in-service training should expect either to pay the regular college rates for tuition and fees; or to reimburse the college for its actual costs in staff time and other expenses.

3. Such cost arrangements should be made clear and agreed upon in a formal document or contract between the college and agency making the request.
