Math & Science Department Student Support Agreement

Fall 2009 – Final Draft
Dear Math/Science students and OLC staff,

This letter outlines the requirements for financial support from the Math & Science department.   There are a limited amount of award packages available, therefore each applicant will be evaluated on a competitive basis. We have made some changes to our requirements for Math & Science student support.  

1. We are offering a basic level of reimbursement for tuition, fees, and books of up to $750 for eligible students.  
2. Student interns who meet the requirements outlined below are eligible for the All Nations Louis Stokes Alliance for Minority Participation (ANSLAMP) scholarship program.  ANSLAMP scholarships will be awarded mid-term for the spring semester. 
3. There is an additional TCUP student bonus of $750 awarded at the end of the fall semester for student interns meeting the requirements outlined below.  

Eligibility Guidelines – All Students Need to Complete All Sections
1. Declare a Math/Science major (i.e. Life Science, SEM, Natural or Environmental Science, Natural Resources, Information Technology) with the Office of the Registrar.
2. Enroll for the Fall 2009 semester.

3. Complete Math 134 (Intermediate Algebra) level by the end of the semester

4. Complete a one page typed personal essay addressing the following subject areas:

a. 
Why did you choose your field of study?

b. 
What are your educational and post-educational goals?

c. 
Evaluate your past scholastic performance and describe any obstacles you may have faced as a student.

d. 
Describe how the Math and Science internship has helped you to achieve your personal and professional goals?

e. 
Any other information that you feel will enhance your chances of being selected for Math and Science support. 

· Students new to Math and Science Student Support also need to provide two current letters of endorsement; one from an OLC instructor and a second from a community member, high school counselor, principal, or OLC college staff. 
Application Procedure

1) Print your personal essay.

2) Print your grade report for the Spring 2009 semester, student schedule for the Fall 2009 semester, and your course history from the Jenzabar web portal.

3) Fax or drop off a paper copy of: your personal essay, signed application form, grade report for the Spring 2009 semester, student schedule for the Fall 2009 semester, your course history, and letters of support to 605-455-2603. Please submit your application as early as possible.  The deadline is 3 PM on Wednesday August 19, 2009.  We will not review late or incomplete applications.
Competitive Criteria for Student Support
· Quality of personal essay
· Spring 2009 semester GPA 
· Satisfactory completion of math and science courses
· Participation in math and science internships in the Spring 2009 semester
· Attendance at Math and Science meetings during the Spring 2009 semester
Guidelines for ANSLAMP Scholarships for the Fall 2009 semester
· Completion of the ANSLAMP scholarship documentation for the fall 2009 semester by September 30, 2009 
· Proof of internship of greater than 40 hours as a math and science intern between August 15th – October 15th
· Spring 2009 semester GPA of greater than 2.5 as computed by the OLC registrar 
· ANSLAMP scholarships will be awarded after midterms (October 16th)
Guidelines for the TCUP student bonus ($750) for the Fall 2009 semester

· Proof of internship of greater than 100 hours as a math and science intern between August 15th – December 18th 
· Fall 2009 semester GPA of greater than 3.0 as computed by the OLC registrar 
· Completion of all Math and Science courses with a B or better
· Attended 75% of monthly science meetings during the Fall 2009 semester
· You will need to return support documentation to the Math and Science office by December 18, 2009.  For your support documentation, you will need your grade report from Jenzabar, copies of your intern logs, ANSLAMP scholarship, and proof of attendance at monthly meetings.  It is your responsibility to keep track of your own intern logs and proof of attendance at monthly meetings.

Student support is awarded on a semester-by-semester basis and is contingent on funds available from the National Science (NSF) and other outside funding sources.  Oglala Lakota College assumes no responsibility for continued financial assistance in the event that grant funds are no longer available.
By signing and dating this letter, I agree to all of the conditions outlined above and all other OLC requirements.  My signature states that I have read and understood all of the statements above.  We will be unable to process student support letters which are unsigned or are missing contact information.
